The letter of application should be submitted to the Guidance Office by the deadline established by them. Members of the Transportation Department will read all the letters, and decide on the recipient. It is our hope that the recipient be present at Senior Award night, at which time they will receive a check in the amount of $500.00 from the Transportation Department.
